So he followed him out,

not realizing that what was happening
through the angel was real;

he thought he was seeing a vision.

They passed the first guard, then the
second, and came to the iron gate leading
out to the city,
which opened for them by itself.
They emerged and made their way down
an alley, and suddenly the angel left him.
Then Peter recovered his senses and said,
“Now I know for certain

that the Lord sent his angel

and rescued me from the hand of Herod

and from all that the Jewish people

had been expecting.”
